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Individual Narrative of Amy Louisa7 "Emma" Castle [201] 

Daughter of Phebe6 Leverich [71] and Robert Castle Sr. 
Wife of Charles Hendrickson 

 
Amy Louisa "Emma" Castle was born circa 1810 at Manhattan, New York Co, New York, the son of Phebe Leverich and 
Robert Castle Sr.   The birth year is a calculated date based upon Amy's age in the 1880 U.S. Census.1 
 
Amy married Charles Hendrickson circa 1830 probably at Newark, Essex Co, New Jersey.  A specific date and place of 
marriage has not been found.   The marriage year cited is a calculated date based upon the birth year of Amy and 
Charles' first child circa 1831.  They may have been married in the Methodist Church, of which Amy identified herself as a 
member.2,3 
 
Charles Hendrickson was born circa 1809-1811 in New York State, according to census records.   Charles' parents have 
not been identified.4,5 
 
Robert Castle Sr. made a will dated 27 December 1833 which named his children Elizabeth, Robert, William Castle and 
Amy Hendrickson.  The will was proved 28 June 1834 at the New York County, New York Surrogate.6,7 
 
On 27 April 1835 a deed was executed in Manhattan, New York Co, New York.   The Grantors were heirs at law of Robert 
Castle, late deceased of New York; i.e. Robert and Elizabeth Castle, Charles Hendrickson and his wife Amy Louisa of 
Newark, New Jersey.  The grantee was Rivard Blauvelt of New York City.   In consideration of $3,000, a lot known as 151 
Elizabeth Street was transferred, being the same lot recorded Liber 61, page 186, Joseph Sands to Robert Castle, 26 
October 1801.8 
 
The Newark, New Jersey City Directory for 1835-1836 lists Charles Hendrickson, shoemaker, Court near High.9 
 
In the 1840 U.S. Census Charles Hendrickson is listed in the South Ward of Newark, Essex County, New Jersey.   The 
household included 1 free white male under the age of 5 (son John S.); 3 free white males ages 5 to 9 (sons Richard W., 
William H., and Daniel T); 1 free white male age 20 to 29 (Charles Hendrickson Sr); 1 free white female age 10 to 14 
(daughter Mary Elizabeth); 1 free white female age 20 to 29 (wife Amy Louisa).10 
 
The Newark, New Jersey City Directory for 1840-1841 lists Charles Hendrickson, Dairyman, 25 Kinney.11  The Newark, 
New Jersey City Directory for 1849-1850 lists Charles Hendrickson, Dairyman, 196 Mulberry.12 
 
Charles Hendrickson, milkman, is listed in the 1850 U.S. Census of Newark, Ward 5, Essex County, New Jersey.  The 
household included "Emma Hendrickson", wife of Charles.  She is called Emma in the 1850 and 1860 censuses, Amy 
Louisa in the 1880 census.  Emma is incorrectly identified as 30 years old, she was actually 39 years old. The household 
also included daughter Mary E. Cooper age 19, wife of Enos Cooper;  son Richard W., age 18; son William H, age 15; son 
Daniel T., age 14; and son John S., age 12.   The census omits, for unknown reason, son Charles who was born c 1847.   
Charles is listed with the family in the 1860 census.  The household also included Elizabeth Castle, age 50, half sister of 
Amy Louisa "Emma" Hendrickson.13 
 
The Newark, New Jersey City Directory for 1859-1860 lists Charles Hendrickson, real estate 320 Broadway, home 108 
Elm.14 
 
Charles Hendrickson, age 49, no occupation identified, is listed in the 1860 U.S. Census of Newark, Ward 10, Essex 
County, New Jersey.  The household included "Emma Hendrickson", wife of Charles, age 49; son Charles Hendrickson, 
age 13; son John Hendrickson, age 21; and Harriet Robinson, age 22, relationship unidentified, tailoress.  Sharing the 
residence as a separate household is Mary Hendrickson Cooper, daughter of Charles and Emma, and her husband 
Enoch A. Cooper, and their three year old son Charles.15 
 
Charles Hendrickson is identified as a milkman in the Newark City Directory 1861-1862 through 1863-1864; in 1864-1865 
he is identified as a shoemaker; in each of these years Charles' residence is 108 Elm.16,17,18,19 
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Neither Charles Hendrickson nor his wife Amy Louisa is listed in the Newark City Directory 1865-1866 through 1869-
1870.20,21,22,23,24 
 
Charles Hendrickson died 5 May 1868 at Newark, Essex County, New Jersey.   The New Jersey Death and Burial Index 
gives his age at time of death as 50; he was actually between 57 and 59 years of age when he died in 1868.  A place of 
burial has not been identified for Charles.25 
 
A female Hendrickson, age 62, is listed in the 1870 U.S. Census of Newark, Ward 5, Essex Co, New Jersey.  The given 
name on the census record is not legible.  However, this is likely the widow Amy Louisa "Emma" Hendrickson" based on 
her birth year and the fact that she is living in the same household as Amy Louisa's daughter Mary Cooper, wife of E.S. 
(i.e. Enoch) Cooper and their daughter Louisa Cooper, age 9.  Listed as the Head of this household is Abby C. Jacobson, 
age 45 (widow of William Jacobus, see 1860 U.S. Census of Newark); her children John and Mary ages 21 and 18;  and 
Jane Cooper age 84, presumably the mother of Abby and likely Enoch Cooper also.26,27 
 
Amy L. Hendrickson, age 70, identified as widowed and mother-in-law, is listed in the 1880 U.S. Census of Newark, Essex 
Co, New Jersey.   She is living in the household of Enos A. Cooper and his wife Mary E. Hendrickson Cooper, Amy's 
daughter.   Also in the household is Amy's granddaughter Louisa, age 18.   The household was living at 82 New York 
Avenue.28 
 
Amy L. Hendrickson, widow of Charles Hendrickson, is listed in the 1881 and 1882 Newark City Directories, living at 82 
New York Avenue.29,30 
 
Amy Louisa "Emma" Castle Hendrickson died on 13 Dec 1889 at Newark, Essex Co, New Jersey.  A place of burial has 
not been identified for Amy.31 
 
Amy Louisa "Emma" Castle and Charles Hendrickson had six children, all of whom survived to adulthood.  There was an 
eight year gap between the births of their fifth and sixth children.32 
 

i. Mary Elizabeth Hendrickson was born circa 1831, probably in Newark, Essex Co, New Jersey.  Mary Elizabeth 
was married to Enos A. Cooper 12 June 1850 by Rev. Isaac A. Felch at the Franklin Memorial Methodist Church 
in Newark.  Mary Elizabeth Hendrickson Cooper died after 1887, probably in Newark.  A specific date of death 
has not been determined, but Mary E. Cooper widow of Enos A. Cooper is listed in the 1887 Newark City 
Directory.   Mary is not listed in the Newark City Directory 1888 to 1892, nor is she found in the 1900 U.S. 
Census.   Mary Elizabeth and Enos Cooper are listed in the 1850, 1860, 1870, and 1880 U.S. Census of Newark.   
Enos A. Cooper died at Newark 4 August 1885.33,34,35,36,37,38,39 

 
ii. Richard W. Hendrickson was born in Newark, Essex Co, New Jersey on 25 September 1832.  Richard married 

Sarah A. Dow circa 1855 probably at Newark.  Richard died 21 March 1889 at Newark and was buried at the New 
Somerville Cemetery in Somerset County, New Jersey.  Richard is recorded in the 1850 U.S. Census of Newark 
with his parents; in 1860 in Manhattan, Ward 7, New York Co, New York;  in 1870 in Bridgewater, Somerset Co, 
New Jersey; and in 1880 in Somerville, Somerset Co, New Jersey.  Richard was a plane maker.  Sarah A. Dow 
Hendrickson died 10 July 1811.40,41,42,43,44,45 

 
iii. William H. Hendrickson was born in Newark, Essex Co,, New Jersey in April 1835.  William married first Sarah 

(?Nichols?) circa 1856 in Newark.  Sarah died circa 1860-1863.  William married second Frances "Fannie" 
(unidentified) circa 1869 in Newark.  Fannie died in Newark in May 1902.   William died October 1917 in Newark, 
and was buried in Mount Pleasant Cemetery in Newark.   William was a carriage maker.  William Hendrickson 
was listed in the 1850, 1860, 1870, 1880 and 1900 U.S. Census records for the City of Newark.46,47,48,49,50,51,52 

 
iv. Daniel T. Hendrickson was born in Newark, Essex Co, New Jersey in July 1837.  Daniel married Mary R. King 13 

March 1857 in Newark.  Daniel served on the Union side in the Civil War, Company F, 13th NJ Regiment.  Daniel 
died 23 January 1919 at Newark.   Daniel was recorded in the 1850, 1860, 1870, and 1900 U.S. Census of 
Newark, and the 1915 New Jersey State Census of Newark.  Daniel was not found in the 1880 U.S. Census.  
Daniel was listed in the 1881 Newark City Directory as a carpenter, living at 116 Mechanic 
Street.53,54,55,56,57,58,59,60,61 
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v. John S. Hendrickson was born at Newark, Essex Co, New Jersey in January 1839.   John married Cynthia L. 
Neafie 29 May 1867 in Newark.   John and Cynthia had no children.   John died in 1902 in Newark.  John is 
recorded in the 1850, 1860, 1870, 1880, and 1900 Census in Newark; the 1881 Newark City Directory; and the 
1885 New Jersey State Census.   John was a carriage maker, later a broker in teas.  Cynthia Hendrickson, 
widow, is listed in the 1905 New Jersey State Census, at 532 Warren Street in Newark.62,63,64,65,66,67,68,69,70,71,72,73 

 
vi. Charles F. Hendrickson was born in Newark, Essex Co, New Jersey circa 1847.   There is a eight year gap 

between Charles' birth and the birth of his next oldest sibling John S. Hendrickson in 1839.   Charles is not 
included in his family group in the 1850 U.S. Census, for unknown reasons.   He does appear with his family in 
the 1860 U.S. Census, age 13; and with his wife in the 1870 U.S. Census, age not legible.  Charles married Mary 
E. Douglas 21 April 1870 in Newark.   Charles died at Newark 24 June 1872.    Charles was a carpenter.  Widow 
Mary E. Douglas Hendrickson married second William H. Young 27 August 1879 in Elizabeth, Union County,  
New Jersey.  Mary and William H. Young are recorded in the 1880 U.S. Census in Bergen Co, New Jersey and 
the 1900 U.S. Census in Newark.74,75,76,77,78,79,80,81,82,83,84,85,86,87 
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
